53rd ANNIVERSARY DESIGN AWARDS - 2011
CALL FOR ENTRIES
Objective  The AIA Arizona Design Awards program recognizes excellence in design, planning, and construction of projects located anywhere in the world that are designed by AIA Arizona architects registered and licensed in the state of Arizona.  Entries from multi-office firms are limited to work designed in the local office.

The intent of the design awards program is to honor the highest standards of design in response to user requirements, site, context, climate, and environment.  Each entry, regardless of size or classification, is judged individually on the basis of total design merit.

Awards are given for honor, merit, and citation.  The jury will decide the type and number of awards. Certificates will be presented to award winning AIA Arizona members in good standing, and their projects will be featured at the Celebrate Architecture Awards Presentation on October 22, 2011.
Eligibility:  All projects designed by AIA Arizona architects registered and licensed in the state of Arizona are eligible.
Firms are encouraged to re-enter projects previously submitted if they did not win an award.  Projects that have received an AIA Arizona award in a previous year are not eligible for the 2011 awards.  However, projects that have won an un-built award can be resubmitted as a built project.

Only the “firm of record” or in its absence, the “architect of record” may submit entries for this competition. When the architect is not the sole author, all other participants substantially contributing to the design of the project must be given credit in the submittal regardless of their professional discipline.

Format:  Submittals for 2011 are required to be digital and in a PC format. All images are to be submitted as JPG files in a PowerPoint presentation on a CD. The PowerPoint file size for each project submitted must not exceed 15 MB. Submittals must utilize the AIA Arizona Awards PowerPoint format available on the AIA Arizona web site at www.aia-arizona.org. A maximum of 20 PowerPoint slides showing exterior and interior views of the project, site context, site plan(s) and floor plan(s) are required and must be included within the 20 slides. No slide transition will be allowed. A Concealed Identification Sheet and Intern Compensation Disclaimer will be submitted in a printed format. No identification of the architect may be included on any part of the submittal, except the identification sheet. If this information is found on any of the PowerPoint slides, the submittal will be disqualified. 
Release Waiver:  By submitting an entry, entrants take full responsibility for the accuracy of all information submitted and warrant that all necessary permissions have been obtained from others who may have rights to the work. Entrants further acknowledge that no royalty or compensation is due anyone, hold AIA Arizona, its sponsors, staff, consultants and members harmless from all liability and grant to AIA Arizona the non-exclusive right to publish, reproduce and distribute copies of the original entry.

Categories: 
Distinguished Building Award to recognize significant achievements in the planning, design, and execution of recent building projects.  Submissions will include building data; an architect’s statement of no more than 150 words, and no more than 20 PowerPoint slides. Historic preservation and adaptive re-use projects must include images illustrating before and after conditions.

Un-built Design Award to recognize achievement in architectural design for commissioned projects that may or may not be built.  Student projects and non-building work such as industrial or graphic design may not be submitted.  Projects must have been commissioned by a client and may include competition entries, urban design schemes, and similar work. A maximum of 20 PowerPoint slides may be submitted. The Un-Built Design Awards will be juried as a separate category from the Distinguished Building Awards this year.
Energy Award to recognize the utilization of creative design and materials that respond to a projects environmental condition.  Projects should embody energy saving concepts in the final built work.  The award is open to all types of buildings and may consist of one structure or a group of structures.  Submissions will include building data, a descriptive statement, additional supporting materials, and no more than 20 PowerPoint slides.

Sustainable Design Award to recognize design excellence as manifested by contributions to an aesthetic compatible with sustainability, contributions to environmental balance, energy-efficiency, appropriate land use, minimal ecological impact, reuse of existing buildings or facilities, use of renewable resources in the construction of the project and during the life of the project, level of use of recycled or renewable materials, and/or excellence integrating sustainable concepts with traditional design requirements.
Entry Fees on or before May 20, 2011:
Distinguished Building Award - $100 each

Un-Built Design Award - $100 each

Energy Award – no additional fee – included in the $100 Distinguished Building fee.
Sustainable Design Award – no additional fee included $100 Distinguished Building fee. 
Entry Fees received after May 20, 2011
Distinguished Building Award - $150 each

Un-Built Design Award - $150 each

Energy Award – no additional fee – included in the $150 Distinguished Building fee. 
Sustainable Design Award – no additional fee included $150 Distinguished Building fee. 
Submittal Late Fee: $50 per submittal received after June 17, 2011.
No refund of submittal fees will be given.

Publicity:  All photography submitted for publicity purposes must be free of restrictions.
Display Boards: Winners will be required to prepare a display board. The board is 40" x 40" x 1/4" thick presentation board of rigid material containing the project description, appropriate drawings and representative photographs. Boards must be laminated for protection and have a black or white background to achieve continuity within the exhibit.  Boards must be received at the AIA Arizona office no later than 12:00 noon on October 3, 2011.   A traveling exhibit of the awards display will appear throughout the state following the Gala for the duration of one year.  After such time, the boards will return to the AIA office.  Entrants will be notified and must arrange for pick-up of their boards.

Deadlines
May 20, 2011: entry forms and fees due by 12:00 noon

June 17, 2011: submittals due at AIA Arizona office by 12:00 noon

June 22, 2011: late submittals due at AIA Arizona office by 4:00 pm along with $50 late fee for each entry
July 2011: jury meets
Late July 2011: winners notified – not the award (honor, merit, citation) that they have won
October 22, 2011: winners notified at the Celebrate Architecture Awards Presentation at the Phoenix Zoo.
